DAVID SPADE: I GOT A FEEL FOR IT

PRIOR LAKE, Minn. – March 2, 2026 – Enjoy a night of laughs when comedian David Spade 

brings his I Got A Feel For It tour to the Mystic Showroom at 8 p.m. Saturday, May 30, 2026. 

 
David Spade became a household favorite during his tenure as a cast member on NBC’s 
“Saturday Night Live.” For his memorable role as Dennis Finch, the wisecracking, power-hungry 
assistant on “Just Shoot Me," Spade received nominations for an Emmy Award, Golden Globe 
and American Comedy Award. His latest stand-up special, "Dandelion," premiered on Amazon 
Prime Video in May 2025. He is currently on a nationwide stand-up tour, continuing to draw sold-
out crowds. 
 
He made his television debut on SNL and was soon named the “Hot Stand-Up Comedian of the 
Year” by Rolling Stone Magazine. As a writer and a performer on SNL for five years, Spade is 
best known for his memorable characters, including the sarcastic “Hollywood Minute” reporter on 
“Weekend Update” and catchphrases like “And you are…?” and "Buh-Bye!"  
 
Spade recently wrapped production on “BUSYBOYS,” a film he co-wrote, co-produced, and co-
starred in alongside Theo Von. He can also be heard co-hosting the top-ranked podcast “Fly on 
the Wall,” alongside fellow SNL alumni Dana Carvey. They interview cast members, hosts, writers 
and musical guests as they share never-before-told stories about their careers and SNL's cultural 
history.  
 
Spade can be seen in the “Grown Ups” and “Hotel Transylvania” series along with the Netflix 
original comedies “The Wrong Missy,” “Father of the Year” and “The Do-Over.” Other popular film 
credits include “Joe Dirt,” “The Benchwarmers” and “Dickie Roberts: Former Child Star.” He co-
starred with SNL alumnus Chris Farley in the films “Tommy Boy” and “Black Sheep” and appeared 
in “Reality Bites,” “Light Sleeper,” “Coneheads” and “Lost & Found.” 
 
On the small screen, Spade starred in the CBS comedy “Rules of Engagement.” He also appeared 
in “The Showbiz Show” and had a memorable guest-starring role on “The Larry Sanders Show.” 
He has also had several well-received stand-up comedy specials, including Comedy Central’s
